In conclusion, this article is generally reliable and trustworthy due to its detailed information about the US military's mission in Ukraine, lack of bias or one-sidedness towards either side, evidence provided for its claims made, absence of promotional content or partiality towards either side, noting possible risks associated with allowing the US into sensitive government networks, and lack of missing points of consideration or evidence for its claims made.
