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1. This article explores the educational experiences and needs of higher education students with Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD).

3. Most students felt educationally but not socially supported; most families felt support was poor in both areas.

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The article is generally reliable and trustworthy as it provides a comprehensive overview of the educational experiences and needs of higher education students with Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD). It is based on research conducted by Ru Ying Cai et al., which involved 15 semi-structured focus groups with 23 students with ASD enrolled in two universities and four colleges, as well as 15 family members. The research findings are presented in a clear and concise manner, providing an in-depth look into the challenges faced by these students. 
The article does not appear to be biased or one-sided, as it presents both positive and negative aspects of the educational experiences of these students. It also acknowledges that there are gaps in the current support available for these students, such as inadequate transition planning from secondary school to higher education institutions.
