The authors have also provided detailed information on the methodology used in their review, including inclusion criteria and data extraction methods. Furthermore, they have provided a comprehensive discussion of their findings which includes an analysis of odds ratios, measures of quality, and heterogeneity across different outcomes. 
The article does not appear to contain any promotional content or partiality towards any particular intervention or approach. It is also balanced in its presentation of both sides equally by providing a thorough discussion on the potential benefits as well as limitations associated with each type of intervention studied. Additionally, possible risks are noted throughout the article where appropriate.
