1. This study investigated the association between socioeconomic status (SES) and Health Related Quality of Life (HRQoL) among Tibetans living in agricultural and pastoral areas (APA) in Tibet, China.
2. The results showed that SES had a significant association with HRQoL among the Tibetans in APA, with the high SES group having a higher Eq-5d index and VAS than the low SES group.
3. The decomposition analyses showed that SES is the main contributor to health inequality and contributed 45.50% and 41.39% to inequality for the Eq-5d index and VAS, respectively.
